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Payments


Since I did not get the quotes out to everyone if you need to wait until next week to make the first payment that is fine.  Please read through the payment section of the summer handbook.  If you see something wrong with your bill please let me know.  If you paid the $10 deposit when registering this should be deducted from your first bill.  All costs for classes were based off the previous season.  If your child is a returner then this should make more sense for you, but can still be confusing.  If your child is going to be in Kindergarten next year then the cost and length of class will go up next season.  For the summer session we will go off last seasons prices (Pre K).  With the addition of cheerleading for that age group they will still pay based off last season’s prices, but the classes may be longer then last season.  If your child was in cheer last year, but is placed in a group that a majority was pre K last season then your cost has went down from last season, but will go back to the normal rate next season.  This is the only age group that should be affected.  Students put in older classes this summer, but where in the pre K classes last season will pay the same price as the rest of the kids in that class (the older kid price).  Let me know if I’ve confused you or you have questions.  














What to Wear


Students in tumbling should have hair pulled up off their shoulders and out of their face.  No necklaces or bracelets should be worn during class.  Please wear a leotard, one piece swimsuit, or t-shirt and shorts.  If wearing t-shirt and shorts please understand these could get stretched out during spotting.  Bare feet, socks, slippers, or gym shoes may be worn.  Tennis shoes can not be worn during tumbling.  Cheer students can wear the same attire as they would for tumbling, but no tights.  Cheer students will need to have tennis shoes for stunting.  We understand everyone may not be properly dressed for the first week of class.  Please make sure your child is from here on out. 














Parent Sit In


Parents will be allowed to sit in on the first week of class.  This will help the student feel more comfortable and get use to the environment.  After this we shut the door so students will stay focused on what is going on in class.  The first couple weeks not a lot will be accomplished for the kids are just getting into the swing of things. You are welcome to wait in the lobby or drop your child up and pick them up at the end of class.

PRE REGISTRATION


Are you going to be taking classes next year?  If so you can pre register your child for classes and save.  Your child doesn’t have to indicate exactly what classes they will be taken until registration in July.  Registration cost will be $15.00 for the 1st child, $10.00 for the 2nd, $5.00 for the 3rd, and the 4th child in the family is free.  This will be the same cost as the registration at the end of July, but  if you register now half your registration will go towards the first month of tuition in the fall.  Better yet if your child participates and pays for both months of the summer session and pre registers for next year then your entire registration fee for that child will go towards the first month of tuition in the fall (becomes a deposit).  Those who register after August 15th will have a $10.00 increase in registration fee.  Pre Registrations need to be taken care of by the end of June.  All registration fees are non-refundable.
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
