My how time flies.  I can’t believe we are through our first month of classes.  Students are starting to get the hang of things and classes are running smoother.  Most of our classes are full so we can have a lot of kids in the gym at once.  Please be patient when we are switching classes and have your child remain in the waiting room until we have asked their class to enter.  
PAYMENTS:
 You should be receiving bills this week.  I typically send them out two weeks before they’re due, but it took us a little longer to get the new system up and running. If there are any issues please let me know.  I’ve reviewed all the bills and think I’ve caught all of them, but I do make mistakes.  Starting this month we will be adding the $10 late fee to all payments received after the 15th of the month.  Also I don’t cash the checks until I’ve entered everything into the system, which isn’t always right away.  If you have a question on whether I’ve received it let me know.  
ROUTINES/SONGS:  I’m working with the students to get ideas for what they’d like to do for routines this year.  I’ve got a few ideas already and will have everything picked out by the end of the month.  Cheerleading has been working on the basic fundamentals.  Hopefully by the end of the month we’ll have this mastered and the kids will start their routine.  As for the tumbling kids we will put routines together in class beginning after the first of the year. The tumbling routine will consist of the kids all doing skills they’ve learned in class.  At the fun meet the kids will showcase their group routines, the tumblers will do individual routines of their choice on the beam, bar, and floor and the competition kids will perform their passes.
COSTUMES:  With picking out our songs and putting together routines I will also be preparing costume sheets this month.  I will be sending costume sheets (w/ costume picture) home at the end of the month and a $15 deposit is due with your November payment.  If you wish not to participate in fun meet you need to let me know by November 15th.  Please look for costume, song, and recital information at the end of the month. 
TRICK OR TREAT: I still don’t know when beggars night is, but if it falls on one of my class nights we will reschedule if necessary.  Also I will have treats the last week of the month.  If you would like to bring something you’re more than welcome to. 

PICTURE DATE: After compiling all the questionnaires turned in it looks like a majority would like to do winter pictures.  Once we’ve gotten all the costumes picked out and turn around times on them we’ll set the date.  Beginning of February will be the most likely date to allow for costumes to come in January and make exchanges if needed. 
OPEN GYM: We will be having open gym times on the following weekends in October.  Look for a couple weekends per month for extra time.  There will be an instructor present to supervise and give advice, but the kids will work on their own.  This is a time to work on mastering skills, not learning new ones.

Competitions for tumbling will be individual and it will be up to you which you perform at.  They still haven’t put together the schedule for this season.  As soon as I have it I will get everyone a packet of info to review before making a final decision.  I was really hoping I’d have the information for you by the end of September, but I’m still waiting.  The leotard for the competition team will run approx. $45.  I’ve worked to find the most affordable leotard for everyone.  I’m hoping this week I’ll have the fabric swatches and a sample so we can make final decisions and get a final price.
